The headphones will be kept in your child’s tray in the classroom, ready for use whenever they need
them. Please send the headphones into your child’s new class in September. The sooner we have
them, the sooner we can start using them to support our learning activities.

If for any reason your child does not have headphones, don't worry—we will provide them.
